- Ridge Board
caps Rear Facia.

68. Position first Roof Ridge Board (1/2” x 4” x 51 5/8”) at the rear of roof to cap off shingles and
facia. Ridge Boards should meet on seam of roof panels. Ridge Boards should also completely cover
Roofing Felt. When aligned correctly, attach with 4 - 1 1/2” nails.

69. Align and attach remaining
Roof Ridge Board as per Step 68.
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70. Attach Interior Door Stops to door head-
er and jambs. Start with Horizontal Stop first
(1727 x 2 1/2” x 68”), centering over door-
way. Then complete both vertical stops
(1/2” x 2 1/2” x 72”). Use 4 - 1 1/2” screws per

piece to secure. Stops should overlap door by
approximately 1/2”.

74. Attach Door Handles. Handles are 75. Attach Black Barrel Bolt as illustrated above
positioned on top section of each door and with 27 & 3/4” Black Screws. Note how female
mounted with 3/4” Black Screws. part of Barrel Bolt is positioned higher than male.

Do a dry run first to position Barrel Bolt correctly.
Important - Drill pilot holes with 1/8” drill bit prior to
securing with screws to prevent wood splitting. On
3/4” screw, drill shallow pilot hole only.

76. Attach Facia/ Detail Plates to cover seams where Front and Rear Facia pieces come
together. Secure with 4 - 1 1/2” finishing nails per piece.
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Note: Our Sheds are shipped
as unfinished products. If
exposed to the elements, the
Western Red Cedar lumber will
weather to a silvery-gray color.
If you prefer to keep the cedar
lumber looking closer to the
original color, we suggest that
you treat the wood with a good
oil based wood stain. You may
also wish to paint your new
shed rather than stain it. In both
cases we recommend that you
consult with a paint and stain
dealer in your area for their
recommendations.
